Our Youth Resiliency Project (YRP) provides rapid rehousing assistance to self-identified youth and
young adults living in the Bexar County area. Participants of the YRP participate in our proven housing
model, which encourages safe and stable housing to heal from trauma.

WHO WE SERVE

+  This program can serve up to 45 youth adults (aged 18-24) or families experiencing homelessness
+ Allclients are located in Bexar County and referred to YRP through the coordinated entry system
called Homelink.

PROGRAM GOALS

Provide unhoused youth, young adults, and their families with rapid re-housing housing and supportive
services to gain new skills and prevent eviction.

PROGRAM SERVICES

+ Individuals are connected with housing solutions within Bexar County.
« Participants have access to mental health counseling, parenting education, employment assistance,
educational services, life skills training, mentorship, childcare, and basic needs.
